BioVision Great Debate 

BioVision 2009 will make available a single major studio opportunity to a single broadcaster. 
BioVision will build a set, provide technical infrastructure and invite key experts. This year's studio 
event theme will be "Can cities cope with urban epidemics?" The plan is to invite six acclaimed 
experts and make them available to a broadcaster who would be interested in a fully branded 
broadcast event.

The thematic set is currently being designed. It will be built up in late February allowing for some 
flexibility if an arrangement can be made with a broadcaster by early February.

Filming will be on 
Monday, 9 March 2009 over the lunch period. The broadcaster will then have access to all rushes 
for later editing. The intention is to film the event in full HD.

We welcome broadcaster interest immediately and will make a 
decision, based on a combination of notoriety and reach criteria, no later than 15 February 2009.
